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Basics of Japanese Heraldry

By: Myrun Jéhansdottir

There are considerable differences between heraldry in Japan and Europe. That found in Japan is based around
the use of the mon (‘crest’), and was never regulated as it was Europe. Most mon were by definition assumed
armes, i.e. they were chosen by the bearers. The only designs that were considered restricted at certain points of
time were the pawlonia and the chrysanthemum (for the imperial Chrysanthemum throne).

Mon also play an important part in the graphic arts of Japan, and were frequently used as motif’s on fabric, and
many that later came to be used as mon started out this way as families began to use that motif to the near
exclusion of any others. This resulted in that motif becoming associated with that family through usage, not
registration.

Mon first started to be used in earnest as identifying markers around the time of the Mongol invasions (as can be
seen on scrolls from the time), but still weren’t catalogued until around 1510-1520, by the Tokugawa bakufu.
However, by the Edo period (which starts around the end of the SCA period) the use of crests had devolved to
little more than fashion statements, and were no longer used for identification.

Types of Mon

There are six commonly recognised types of mon:
* Plants
* Animals
* Natural Phenomena (e.g. wave)
* Man-made objects (e.g. fan)
* Abstract designs

* Ji(characters)
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Plants were the most common type of mon, then man-made objects, and then insects. Martial motifs or those
with auspicious meanings were common and popular.

Mon Design

*  Mon are by default monochromatic, i.e. light on dark, or dark on light.

* Notall mon are enclosed in a circle. Sometimes a design is doubled, or trebled, or put in an enclosure that
is narrow, fat, or some abstract design

*  Plant mon are by default round and smooth.
* Charges, especially plants, are seen from the back, e.g. a blossom shows the emerging stem.

* Charges may be silhouetted against another, and are called kage, or shadow charges.

Usage of Mon
Mon can go on pretty much everything. It can be used basically like a badge to identify your gear, camp and

affiliations.

e.g.

* Stencilled on clothing

e Painted on chests
¢ On banners

*  On canvas camp walls (called
jinmaku)

e Castin metal and used as
decoration on your armour
(or painted on it)

¢ Painted on tents

*  On shields
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Types of Banners

Japan uses many different types of banners and flags, though few of these are similar to those used in Europe.
The most common Japanese banner was (and this is still common) the nobori. This type of banner is connected at
the hoist and chief to the pole, and has a cross-arm. It may be longer and thinner or squarer, however the longest
side is always vertical. This style of banner is illustrated in the title slide for this section.

Sashimono are small banners borne on the back by those needing to be identified quickly in battle. Similar to and
smaller than these were the sode-jiushi, a small rectangular ribbon, often with a mon on it that can be tied to the
shoulder of your armour (great to use as a favour), or koshi sashi, which were basically little labels with the mon
tied to a stick and shoved into the back of the hakama.

Another, older style of banner has a long narrow strip of cloth hanging from a crossbar, said crossbar could be
either rigidly attached to the pole or hung free from it by cords at either end and tied to the pole.

Similar to that are the windsock style, such as the ‘carp’ flags

Finally, there was some use of standards used in a way that a European of the period could understand, to
represent the man/general/person and that they were present, and which were not used when they were not
present. These didn’t have to be flags, some that were used were golden fans, gourds, hats, umbrellas on poles
etc. These were called uma-jirushi, ‘horse-signs).
